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MINUTES OF FIH YOUTH PANEL CONFERENCE: MONCHENGLADBACH GERMANY 14 SEPTEMBER 2006:

APOLOGIES: Patrick Yoacel (Uganda). Was unfortunately unable to obtain a VISA.

1. Introduction: Stephan Haumann: youth Spokesperson Deutsche Hockey Bund (DHB).

· Mr. Haumann gave us a brief breakdown of the day’s events and introduced the first speaker of the day.

2. Welcome: Wolfgang Hillmann: Vice President of DHB.

· Mr. Hillmann welcomed all to Germany.

· He made reference to the importance of youth representatives, said he feels he is too old to understand the happenings in Youth Hockey and that is where Youth Representatives are so important.

· He thanked everybody for attending and showing their commitment to hockey and its development.

· He hopes we all enjoy the World Cup and wishes great results for this meeting.

3. Welcome: Gabrielle Von Doorn: FIH Coaching and Development Committee.

· Gave a brief history of the origin of the Youth Panel.

· Reminded us that youth must be given a voice.

· Urged that the knowledge we gain must be taken home and that young people must be recognized nationally.

Stephan Haumann then spoke about the importance of Youth Leaders and representatives in associations and in the FIH and opened the floor for introductions. Each member present introduced themselves.

4. Umpiring: Micheal Von Ameln: German Umpire and member of Youth Board.

· Opened with an around the table discussion about what happens with Umpiring in your Country.

· Promoters from Mexico, Austria, Netherlands, Wales, Germany and South Africa gave brief feedback.

· Stated that there are 4800 umpires, 15 regions, 376 clubs and approximately 70 000 hockey players.

· There are 4 license grades: club, regional, national and International Umpire grading.

· He stated that clubs need umpires because they are important compulsory and they bring advantages to the club.

· Teams with licensed umpires will umpire 5 games

· Teams without licensed umpires will umpire 20 games.

· He also went through the certain steps taken to become an umpire.

· Umpiring camps are held to develop young female umpires.

· They are taught verbal and non-verbal communication skills, body language, positioning and the interpretation of hockey rules.

· The girls umpire u12, 13 and 14 hockey matches and they often do so with a friend.

· The DHB funds this particular project.

5. Youth Panel in Netherlands: Wies Jansen Netherlands Youth Hockey Panel Representative.

· Clubs in Netherlands get invitation letters to send a delegate to the Youth Panel.

· Currently the Netherlands has a 20 member Youth Panel.

· Netherlands Youth Panel wants to give youth a voice and to educate the youth on the activities and work of the Dutch hockey Association and what it does for Clubs around the country.

· Most clubs have a Youth Committee of 6-8 people that organise little parties and tournaments. They wanted to give them more responsibility so they organised a hockey congress for youth.

· Hockey Sensation is a Youth Congress for the hockey youth in Netherlands. This is run at the same time as Hockey Congress so as to show the Board what is happening and promote it.

· At Hockey Sensation knowledge such as Workshops for Sponsorships, event management etc is coordinated to inspire Clubs to give knowledgeable youth committees more say in the club.

· Members must send 3 discussion points and therefore can voice their opinions.

· Meetings occur every 3 months to give the clubs a chance to talk to other clubs nearby.

· Approximately 80 000 people play hockey in the Netherlands therefore communication and meetings are important.

6. Hockey in South Africa: Lwandile Simelane National Youth Hockey Promoter South Africa.

· Hockey in South Africa (RSA) generally has a developing character.

· We are competitive in our hockey this is evident as our men’s and ladies teams are ranked 10th and 11th respectively in the world.

· We are consistently able to qualify for the Olympic, Commonwealth, All Africa and Afro-Asia games. And we also qualify for the World Cup.

· Our National Association has joined forces with Government and participates in the Mass Participation Programme to aid the development of Sport and in this instance hockey in our country.

· It is my personal opinion that hockey is played largely in Schools and Universities in my country.

· A majority of players are lost in the transition between High School and University.

· Universities like Stellenbosch, Potchefstroom and others host annual hockey training camps for school children.

· Maties Hockey Camp in particular also caters for umpires.

· The Southerns Hockey School of Excellence run and coordinated by Former National Team Captain Lindsey Carlisle also caters for the development of players during hockeys off season.

· Currently we are also awaiting a delivery of hockey sticks from the Welsh Hockey Association.

An around the table discussion was held about Youth Panels around the world.

7. FIH World Youth Hockey Panel: Mario Rosado Fuentes and Marcin Grochal.

· Marcin and Mario gave a brief background and history of the Panel.

· It all began in October 2001- Hobart Australia, when an idea of forming a youth Commission was brought to the table.

The aims of the FIH World Youth Panel are:

· “Give Youth a Voice.”

· Create awareness and enthusiasm amongst the youth Worldwide.

· Stimulate young people to take up leadership positions in hockey.

· Stimulate National Associations to have representatives on the FIH Youth Panel.

· Get FIH Youth Panel members active in the world and in their countries.

· Take part in FIH Youth events across the globe.

· Take part in youth events in their respective countries.

· Act as ambassadors for the youth across hockey playing nations.

· Take part in the organization of world marathons.

· All countries affiliated to the FIH are entitled to have a representative on the Youth Panel.

The Promoter must be able to:

· Think out the box and
· Be open-minded
· There are currently 12 National Youth Hockey Panels
· And 3 in the developing stages.
· Programmes offered by the panel are the pen pals programme, umpiring and communications.
Theo Ykema Chairman of the FIH Coaching and Development Committee                     joins us and is welcomed by Mario Rosado Fuentes Chairperson of the FIH World Youth Hockey Panel (FIH WYHP).

8. Youth Involvement: Tina Brullo FIH WYHP Coordinator.

· Youth are the future.

· They are also busy people with differing time constraints and they also seek recognition.

· We want young people to be involved as coaches, volunteers, events managers, administrators, players and leaders.

Events and tournaments: 

· There are a range of opportunities for involvement, it also is positive as it is a short duration and all ages can be involved.

Global Youth Marathon:

· Is an annual event and covers a range of areas.
· This year’s theme was hockey…a sport for all.

· ARGENTINA: Ileana Gonzalez, Youth Promoter was involved in the welcoming of teams and in the umpiring. Ile said “ she was just a helper”
· POLAND: focused on fun to get youngsters interested in hockey. A video of their marathon was shown.
· VENEZUELA: focused on the underprivileged.
· ENGLAND: the National Youth Panel Has been running the Global Youth Marathon for the past 3 yrs. They had wide press coverage and 600 participants.
· NETHERLANDS: Hockey Sensation, about 100 clubs meet for workshops and group discussions.
· NEW ZEALAND: disabled hockey, they distributed small games CD’s and have a chat zone and a website, they got more people via the internet. http//groups.msn.com/hockeytalknz
· PAKISTAN:  are trying to establish a Youth Panel and are having a meeting soon about the establishment of a national youth panel.
· A young promoter from Poland sent a statement; she stated that she was inspired by Horst Wein at the World Youth Hockey Promoter Festival in Santiago de Chile in 2005 to become a coach. She found a school interested in hockey and began getting the kids interested and offered them a variety of things to do to keep them interested.

· Pass it on: If each promoter gets one person interested and that one person keeps another interested and let it be a recurring event. Things need to be started slowly and our resources must be used and we must not be limited by them but we must adapt it to our situation.
9. Address: Theo Ykema Chairman FIH Coaching and Development Committee.
· Mr. Ykema opened by expressing that he is truly impressed by the presence and passion exhibited at this meeting.

· He stated that there is good work being done by Gabrielle and she is doing a lot for hockey promotion.

· He states that he feels it to be important for all of us to inspire one another.

· He urges us to continue to work for hockey and for ourselves.

· He then extends his thanks to all present.

10.  Michael Steinmann: Involvement of young hockey enthusiasts.
· Michael stated that there are opportunities for club involvement at local, national and international levels.
· He spoke about co-operation between Netherlands and Germany.
· Dutch and Germans play in one team in Winterswijk Netherlands.
· There were 13 kids and 15 cars.

· 2005 the kids from Netherlands and Germany played Indoor hockey together.

· They played in Borken Germany and the Dutch kids had never played hockey.

· In February 2006 the kids played indoor hockey again.

· 30 kids came and the parents watched the games.

· May 2006 in Oeding Germany.

· Hockey was promoted at a festival with 40 other sports.

· Indoor hockey was played and there was press coverage

· The DHB hosted a girl’s hockey Camp at Stauberg.

· The girls were 13 years old and they came from each Federal State.

· Great deals of fun activities were run.

· He concluded by expressing different events such as Youth Panel Meetings, The World Youth Hockey Festival as places where young participation is promoted.

11. Heino Knuf, Coaching Manager: Structure of Coaching Education.

· Why is coaching education important?
· To create more and better coaches
· These coaches must be at basic and top levels.
· OBJECTIVES: 
· Widening the coach Pyramid- especially basic coaches (kids etc).
· Improve coaching education and re-licensing on high performance.

· Create general conditions from honorary until full-time coaches.
